This morning (Tuesday 14th January) we invited parents to join us for a cup of tea and a chat about our vision for all pupils at St. Oswald’s. 
Mrs Rees shared how we currently teach topics to all years, and how we want to change this to include our values and have more relevance to the children as life-long learners.
We aim to:-
~ move to studying 3 topics per year, so that deeper learning can take place and more experiences can be given 
~ incorporate our 6 values throughout our learning (co-operation, courage, stewardship, service, perseverance, friendship) so that children can see these embedded throughout their lives
~ to develop a wider knowledge of our world (as our pupils will be the future custodians of God’s World).
~ equip our pupils for life-long skills beyond the National Curriculum 
Some of the opportunities we aim to give the children are:
· A knowledge of the cultural heritage of Rugby 
· Saving the world: plastics in the ocean, recycling etc…
· Setting up charity projects
· Setting up entrepreneurial projects
· Fair trade awareness: deforestation, buying locally to avoid air miles, looking after God’s World 
· Trade and currency including how to manage money, how a bank account works, what happens when you take out a loan etc. 
· Basic first aid
· Looking after our mental health and keeping ourselves healthy with mindfulness
· Reflecting on ourselves, how far we have come and where we are going, what sort of person we want to become 
All of these involve our 6 Values when thinking about ourselves, our local area and the wider world, which would equip pupils for adult hood.
