We are coming to the end of the school year and there are some important dates for you to note down 

so you can join us in celebrating the children’s journey at St Oswald’s  

 

The first important date is transition day, Wednesday 10th July, where your child will attend their new 

secondary school for the day. Your child’s new secondary school should have been in contact with you 

regarding individual arrangements. This means that your child should attend their new school on this 

date and not St Oswald’s unless the new school (e.g. Houlton) is not hosting transition day on that day.  

Some secondary schools will be putting two days for transition in place and will have informed you 

about these arrangements.
